“Folk Artists Honour Award Rules”

Or

‘Lok Kala Sadhak Samman Niyam”

These rules will be called "Lok Kala Sadhak Samman Niyam"in Hindi
and “Folk Artists Honour Award Rules” in English.

This honour / award can be granted to a person or a group dedicatedly
working for the folk arts of the member states of North Zone Cultural
Centre - Rajasthan, Haryana, Punjab, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh
and the Union Territories of Chandigarh, Jammu and Kashmir and
Ladakh. Their contribution / work should be based on the folk arts of the
member States and Union Territories.In case of an individual he or she
should be an Indian citizen and in case of a group, the institution should

be registered or incorporated in India.

Number of Honours / Awards - The total number of awards that will be

granted annually to artists or writers dedicatedly working for folk arts
would be 2 (two),

3(a) - There will be an award for folk music. Under this category
Sadhaks (Practitioners), who have dedicated their lives for folk singing or
folk instruments playing can be awarded or those who have made a
significant contribution in the making of traditional folk instruments.
Amazing and unbelievable collections can also be awarded under this
category.

4(b) - The other award can be granted to art Sadhaks (Practitioners),
who have dedicated their lives in the field of folk dance.
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4(c) - Both the above mentioned awards can also be granted to a
Sadhak (Practitioner),who is not an artist himself but who has devoted
his life to the research of or in folk arts.

4(d) - Since this is a Lifetime Achievement Award, hence the profession /
job of the Sadhak (Practitioner) should be devoted to folk art. Accidental
/ Incidental work or any accidental / incidental achievement cannot

become a qualification or eligibility for this award.

Award amount - The amount of each award is Rs.5,00,000/- (Rupees
Five lakh only). A cheque of Rs.5,00,000/- (Rupees Five lakh only) along
with a silver plaque will be ceremoniously given to the awardee.

5(a) - If more than one persons are selected for an award, then the
amount will be distributed equally among all of them.

5(b) - The amount of this award will be out of the funds of Hon'ble
Governor of Punjab, the Chairperson of North Zone Cultural Centre,
Patiala.

5(c) - The cost of travel and stay (maximum two persons for each award
winner) to attend the award ceremony will be borne by the North Zone
Cultural Centre.

5(d) - If Income Tax is payable on the award amount, then TDS may be
deducted as per the rules.

Age for the award - The age of the person for the award should be

more than 50 years as on the last date of application for the award.
Exemption may be granted by the committee in very special matters with

recorded reasons.

Active during last ten years - The award can be granted only to the

person who has been prominently active in the preservation and
promotion of folk arts during last ten years atleast and has dedicated his
life to the folk arts.

Award Committee - The selection for the award will be done by an

Award Committee constituted for this purpose. The Committee will be
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constituted by the Chairperson, North Zone Cultural Centre - Hon'ble
Governor, Punjab. Three folk art experts of the member states and union

territories will be nominated on the committee.

8(a) - The Committee will ha've five members and its Chairman will be
the Secretary / Principal Secretary to the Governor of Punjab and the
Member Secretary will be the Director, North Zone Cultural Centre.

8(b) - All decisions will be taken by majority.

Application for Award - Applications for award will be invited through

newspapers and recommendations will be made by the committee after

discussion on the applications received.

9(a) - The Committee shall have full power to consider and recommend
any name other than the applications received. But it has to record the
reasons for this.

9(b) - If the Award Committee does not found any suitable Sadhak
(Practitioner) for the award in a particular year, then it is not necessary to
grant award for that year.

The draft for the advertisement of the application for the award will be
prepared by the Member Secretary and sent to the office of the
Secretary / Principal Secretary, which will be advertised after approval
by the Governor's Secretariat in the States of the North Zone, as well as
on the websites of Raj Bhavan and NZCC. It can be shared on all social
media platforms so that more and more Sadhaks (Practitioners) can be

aware of it.

Final Decision - The recommendation for the selected names by the
Award Committee will be sent in a sealed envelope to the Hon'ble
Governor, Punjab and Chairperson, North Zone Cultural Centre, who
would have absolute power to accept or reject or send the
recommendation back to the Committee for its reconsideration. The
decision of the Chairperson will be final and absolute and cannot be
challenged through or in any judicial proceedings.
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Transparency and Confidentiality - The entire process of applying for
the award will be transparent. The recommendation of the selection
Committee will be recorded, but for the honour and respect of the
awardee, the selected name/names will be kept confidential by all the
parties till its final announcement
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
